Rotating Priority System means the system of rotating groups, group designations and reservation priority
numbers used to establish priorities for allocating planned weekly vacation and planned short stay vacations
when the number of reservation requests exceeds the number of reservation units available for any period. The
operation of the rotating priority system for each group is illustrated in the following example.
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
